Applicants may be admitted to both schools before starting in 
the joint program; alternatively, students may seek admissions to the other school during their first year

or U.S. equivalent. Submit official or unofficial copies of transcripts, degree certificates, and exam score 
reports for every school attended in the last 60 semester/90 quarter credits as well as any 
postbaccalaureate credits. You may upload the unofficial transcript(s) for your institution(s) within the 
Academic History tab of the application. You may also upload the transcript(s) following the submission 
of your application via your Status Page. Upon an offer of admission, you will be required to submit 
official copies of provisional documents within your first quarter of enrollment.
